1. LCA show standards and rules apply: refer to handbook for 

details. 

2. Your birds must be a registered with APHA and you must have a 

valid CPH number  

3. You must read and follow recommended biosecurity advice 

outlined in the Show Schedule. 

4. The birds you are entering are your absolute property and have 

been in your possession for a minimum of 30 days and are entered 

at your own risk. 

5. Your birds must not originate from premises or areas which are 

under restrictions related to confirmation of a notifiable disease. 

6. You must withdraw your birds if they show signs of illness, or 

your premises lie within a bird flu disease control zone, at the time 

of the show. 

7. Your stud must be free of disease at the time of entry and 

benching. 

8. Any bird showing signs of stress or ill-health, or housed in a dirty 

cage, will be refused entry. 

9. Only judges and show officials will be allowed in area where the 

birds are being benched before and during judging. 

10. Any complaint/protest must be lodged with the Show Secretary 

before 14:30 pm on the day of the Show. 

11. No exhibits may be lifted without the permission of the Show 

Manager. 

12. No smoking will be permitted in the Hall. 

13. In any eventuality not covered by these rules, the Show Manager 

has absolute discretion to take whatever action he deems 

appropriate.
